~ Research has shown that 

intense treatment as well as 

inherent characteristics of 

the child may explain recov-

ery.2 

Is an ASD diagnosis a life-

long diagnosis? Some autism 

experts claim autism is per-

manent and hopeless.1 

~ One study reported that 

some people diagnosed with 

ASD had their diagnosis 

change into ADHD.2 Were the 

people diagnosed as recov-

ered from ASD incorrectly 

diagnosed in the first place?1 

~ Diagnosis of ASD is based 

on observation of behaviors, 

using standardized testing.

~Can someone who has 

been diagnosed as meet-

ing the criteria for an au-

tism spectrum disorder 

become recovered and no 

longer meet the criteria? 

~Do you believe in recov-

ery from ASD? 

~Can a person diagnosed 

with ASD return to typical 

development levels? 

~Will there be a cure for 

autism spectrum disor-

ders? 

~A recent study has shown 

that between 3% and 25% 

of children lose their ASD 

diagnosis and become 

within the normal range of 

cognitive, social and 

adaptive skills. These chil-

dren received intensive 

behavioral treatment and 

early diagnosis.2
